Puddlejumpers (0-4 yrs): The nursery is the area down the
hallway on the right-hand side. Open whenever needed during
worship!

Wavemakers (5-10 yrs): The wavemakers area is down the hall,
turn right, then another right just before the kitchen. Children are
invited to come to the classroom during our greeting time.

Wayfinders (6th grade and up): The way finders area is down the
hall, turn right, straight through to the kitchen (they meet in the
kitchen!) Youth are invited to come to the classroom during our
greeting time.

Facilities: The handicap accessible/keiki restroom is the second
door on the right in the hallway. Women’s restroom is the third
door on the right in the hallway. Men’s restroom is down the hall,
take a left, then another left.
